David is finishing off a new album titled "Sines of Life" set for release in June. This
album contains some live material from recent concerts and material from the
Momentum era USA concerts. There is also some brand new studio material. Details
to follow but check out the AD Music and David Wright websites for more news.

New Releases;

Steve Barnes is a hew artist to AD music, although not new to the music scene, so
check out Steve and his music on the AD website.

"New Day" is an exquisite album from Steve Barnes,
better known for his Trance music during the 1990's. His
debut release for AD Music is a superbly produced and
very smooth excursion into romantic new age style
electronica that may be a long way from his former
Trance/Dance music days, but as you would expect, has all
the hallmarks of a seasoned composer and producer who
knows how to construct a tune and convey the emotion and
atmosphere required to keep the listener interested.
"New Day" contains 11 tracks of soothing and drifting electronica that features
superbly played piano and acoustic guitar themes over the most chilled of rhythms.
There is a warmth here that is almost sensual; melancholy yet uplifting; contemplative
yet always involving; beautiful but not sugary. "New Day" is one of those albums that
will be on repeat play as you discover the wonderful depth and subtlety in Steve's
emotional and dreamlike music. The delicate, melodic piano themes are infectious and
will gently caress you, putting you under a spell that will find you gently tapping your
feet as the chilled rhythms come in to play. Whilst there are clearly nods to the like
of Mike Oldfield, Ludovico Einaudi and Debussy, "New Day" remains an original album
with a clear identity that is both beautiful and incredibly rewarding.

Evergreen is a
fond, expressive evocation
of England, bursting with
rich, tuneful melodies, some
romantic and rhythmical,
which lavishly lay on the
grandeur, others ethereal
and choral, blissfully tripping
through New Age
atmospheres.

Deep Embrace

Dhyanam's Deep Embrace
has also been getting good
reviews and prompted this
glowing mini review from
Ashley Franklin;
Whoever said synthesizers
were as cold as a banker's
heart ought to wrap
themselves in the embrace
of a musician whose synth
sounds may be a touch old-
school (I never thought I'd
hear pan pipe samples again)
but his compositions are
warm, romantic, and, above
all, highly melodic. Varied,
too: sometimes his
electronica is pulsing and
rhythmical, other times it's
soothing and symphonic with
supreme intricacy in the
lovely layering of sounds.
Some of the sweetest synth
you'll hear this millennium.

........ and Ashley was also
glowing in his praise for
Wim's The White Peak,
another digital/CDr
release that is proving
very popular:

The White Peak is another
release that captures the
melodic strength and
grandiosity in the best
tradition of AD Music and
again, think Vangelis and
Tangerine Dream. Wim adds
a bit more drama, darkness
and edge though he shares
the wide spectrum of sounds
associated with the best
artists on AD Music and
there's a wonderful
meticulousness in the
arrangements. His Econ
Theme is a synth
masterpiece - one of the
finest anthemic tunes
Vangelis never wrote.
